Yes! ATMs are widely available and easy to use for withdrawals. Bringing USD is absolutely perfect
— it's still the most convenient currency to exchange for Egyptian Pounds (EGP). Most hotels

(including ours!) still have on-site exchange services for easy conversions.

Water & Wifi

Bottled water and Wi-Fi will be included throughout the journey when we are on the boat. The

Hotels in Cairo typically supply bottled water for their guests and wifi is included, although you may

have to go to specific locations for the best reception.
Donations:

Egyptians, like many other countries have fallen on hard times. If you would like to bring some small
donations, such as school supplies, small hygiene kits or light gifts for the children, they would be

extremely grateful.

Airport Arrival:

As for the airport arrivals, a Divine Journeys represenative will be personally greeting the participants
at the airport upon arrival. They'll be standing right outside the arrivals area before the passport
control and visa.

The guests should look out for a “Divine Journeys” sign with their names on it — it will be clearly
displayed so they can easily recognize our representative. The representative will ask for your
passport and your visa documentation. Once completed, they will escort you to the baggage claim

area to retrieve your luggage and then direct to your shuttle that will take you to our hotel.

Qutlet Plugs/Adapters:

You will need to bring an adapter to use your electronics in Egypt. Here is what you will need...

Type Cis for low voltage. Type F is for higher voltage.

Type C
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Type C plug sockets are used in Egypt. They have two round pins and no grounding pin. These plugs

are typically used with devices that have a voltage of 220-240V. This outlet is rated for 2.5 amps.
